It is not surprising to see the great ideological, racial, generational, religious, and cultural diversity that is coming together in this common goal of Peace and Nonviolence – indeed, we have found it is the youth who are supporting the project most strongly. If this trend continues, the World March could become an event without precedent in history.

As of today, many international figures have endorsed the March, including the President of Chile Michelle Bachelet, Nobel laureates the Dalai Lama, Desmond Tutu, and Josè Saramago, Noam Chomsky, Viggo Mortensen, Yoko Ono, Pete Seeger, and several members of the European Parliament, including Vice-President Luisa Morgantini. 

We are hoping that you would consider adding your name to this impressive list. Your endorsement would carry no further obligations, although if you would be interested in participating in any other ways we would be delighted. Your support alone will have impact and help us to continue reaching out to others about the march.
